...a prayer letter from John and Jackie

Dear friends,

seems even more so, since it has been more than two
months since we last wrote -- and we feel the effects of
our lack of communication. By that we mean that life
gets harder when prayer covering gets "thin". We aren't
implying that you have forgotten us, just that we know
our part is to communicate with our friends! Once again,
we have proven the fact that when we need prayer most,
it is hardest to write!

Some time for our home church...

Though the Lord has called us to minister to the
body of Christ in many piaces, our spiritual home base
has always been one local church - Church Upon The
Rock, where 1 was senior pastor until 1986, when we
were released for outreach ministry. We are so grateful
to this home church family who have continued to be
behind us for so many years. There are times when we
are aware of a need to "reroot" ourselves there, and try
to be an encouragement to these friends. This has been a
primary focus of our time since coming home in April,
and will partly continue through the summer. We are
helping to coordinate three months of earnest prayer in
the church -- teams fasting and praying daily at the
church every morning and evening, and every Sunday
evening for united worship, communion and interces-
sion. We hope for our church to have a deeper prayer
base, in keeping with the increased level of mission
outreach of its members. Every Sunday for weeks, we
have been sending off and receiving back teams and
individuals going or coming from mission outreaches.

Setting the sails for the days ahead..

During May we had the privilege of attending two
events which refired us, and reminded us of God's
direction for our ministry. First was a conference called
"Blazing Intercession", led by a team of prophets and
intercessors. On the last day, this team of prophets
spoke over us and confirmed prophetically the burdens
of our hearts: continuing to mobilize intercessors and
continuing outreach to various nations. A few days later, I
attended a conference in St. Louis on intercession for
evangelism, which was called "Pray Down The Fire!" Tt
was an event that lived up to its name! In every session
the speakers - (“fire breathers" I call them) imparted to
us what they have received from God. By the end of
every session (ten times) I found myself with many
others down on the floor in fervent prayer for revival in
the land! Oh, to be in that place of prayer even more!

Lord, send more revival to the Twin Cities!

We believe this fall we are to begin again training
and mobilizing intercessors in our own Twin Cities. It is
premature to give specifics in this letter, but will you
pray in the next month for specific guidance to come for
a School of Prayer?

[ have great excitement in my spirit for the potential
of the Twin Cities body of Christ to pray through to great
spiritual breakthroughs. The recent Billy Graham
crusade in Minneapolis is evidence of this potential, with
record crowds overflowing the Metrodome, and huge
numbers responding to the invitation to receive Christ!

Jackie and I are called to
serve that purpose.

To Sweden in August...for more equipping for battle...

By God's grace, 1 will be in Sweden August 11-18.

Do you remember Sjell Sjoberg, who we had as main
speaker at our "Call to War"” conference? Sjell, who lives
in Sweden, is one of God's "generals" for strategic
intercession. He and several Scandinavian mission
leaders are holding a School for Prophetic Prayer, to
impart God's strategies to leaders with long term vision
for reaching the unreached. The goal is "to see the
prophetic/ prophetic prayer ministry mobilized to link
up with evangelists, pioneers, church planters and
mission administrators.” With only room for 40 at the
school, [ am glad they have accepted me. It seems very
important to be there. As usual, guidance to go comes
before the money comes to get there! Will you pray for the
Lord’s provision for me to get to Sweden?

In addition to preparing for new training strategies
in the Twin Cities, we have entered a stronger, longer
phase of intercessory battle for the Chantik, a Muslim
people of 4 million in Sumatra. (We wrote extensively
about this in our April letter.) Beyond this increasing
responsibility, we are praying and planning for outreach
during the next two years to at least six other parts of the
world. We want to stand with missionaries and work-
ers to strengthen their hands in battle, and raise up
intercession for the unreached. We want to see others
trained and released for missions. More of God's
wisdom, grace, and provision is needed for the tasks
ahead of us. To proceed, we need you more than ever, to
stand with us in faith and prayer.

"Ask of Me, and I will surely give the nations as Your inherilance, and the very ends of the earth as Your possession."



Jackie and I want to stand before God on your behalf
as well, that God will bless you, and that you will fulfill
His purpose for you. Comrades in arms, we are - even if

we are usually no closer that this letter. Let's stand
together in Christ.

An unexpected surgery for Jackie...

While in Indonesia last winter, Jackie unexpectedly
had frequent recurrent pain over incision sites from her
nine year old cancer surgery. Since recovery from the
initial surgeries she has been symptom free, so all this
came as quite a surprise. She began to wonder if her
silicone implants had ruptured, which gave her consider-
able anxiety. Upon return to the USA, she consulted
with a surgeon who recommended explantation surgery
as soon as possible: 1) because he felt at least one was
ruptured, and 2) the general consensus in the medical
community is to have implants changed within ten years.
(When she had surgery nine years ago, we were toid
these implants were good for life!)

Though she had nine previous surgeries, she has also
known the goodness of God through everything. This
has been true now as well, when she underwent surgery
on June 5. Medically, all went well. Neither implant had
ruptured, and safer replacements were put in without
complications. The surgeon explained after surgery that
although the implants were not ruptured, the walls were
thin and could have ruptured soon. He cut free a lot of
scar tissue that probably was causing the discomfort she
had in the heat of Indonesia.

Here's Jackie's report: “God is so good, and He
watches over me. Before surgery on June 5, I had an
extremely difficult time making an informed decision,
which meant plowing through volumes of literature and
"legalese” papers on silicone and silicone poisoning, and
concerning the national class action suits relating to all
this. (Which [ now know I'm not a part of.) It was
necessary to read through many "worst case scenarios" to
come to a decision on God's will and grace for me. It
was hellish and lengthy. But God's grace is sufficient
and | am mending beautifully, healing slowly from
surgical and emotional wounds. Strong memories and
emotions of the previous surgeries had popped up from
deep within me. Through this, the Lord is bringing an
even deeper healing of what I thought was done and
over. We serve a faithful, loving Father. Ata time when
many of you could have been praying for us, it was
impossible for us to write -- sometimes when you need to
communicate the most, it feels impossible.”

It is was not easy for her to leave fruitful ministry and
close Russian friends to return home.
