"We are sending 170 people for the choir and 80 
ushers. In total we are bringing 2000 people to 
that conference.

"Also we are working on the Congress. And we 
are very excited about this event, and your com-
ing.

"We had our monthly pastor's conference recently 
and the theme was "Practical Christianity". It was 
powerful.

"As I was reading the themes that you sent for 
the preaching of Ken and Roger and yourself dur-
ing the Congress, I agreed with the main theme 
you gave, which is "Faith that moves mountains"  
Pastors and missionaries need their faith to be 
built up!

Health update for John...
Recently, I (John) had my yearly physical.  After 
a series of tests an angiogram was ordered.  One 
week ago, during the angiogram, they discovered 
an artery with eighy-five percent blockage and 
inserted a stent.  All went well and the procedure, 
they say, prevented a future serious heart attack. 
Though my cholesterol level and blood pressure 
had been within normal criteria, the criteria now 
changes to much lower levels; therefore a very 
strict diet must be followed (low fat, low choles-
terol, low salt), with proper exercise and pre-
scribed medicine.

  We are grateful to the Lord for His provision to 
prevent a crisis, and we trust the Lord for the 
health of my heart.
